e Abound in love for one another w/ brotherly affection & thanksgiving
(1Th 3:12; 4:9; 2Th 1:3; Ro 12:10; 1Jn 3:11, 23; 4:7ff)

e Welcome one another with a Christ-centered unity & mission
(Ro 12:16; 15:5-7; 16:6; 1Co 12:25; 2Co 13:11)

e Fellowship with, confess your sins to & pray for one another
(1Jn 1:f; Jm 5:16)

e Comfort, bear with & forgive one another
(2Co 13:11; Gal 5:13; 6:2; Eph 4:2; Col 3:13; 1Pe 4:)

® Be kind to, humble with & serve one another
(Eph 4:32; 1 Pe 4:10; 5:5)

e Greet, show hospitality & do good to one another
(Ro 16:5; 1Th 5:15; 1Pe 4:9; 5:14)

® Speak, sing, submit to & teach one another
(Mal 3:16; Eph 5:19ff; Col 3:16)

® Encourage, exhort, build & stir up one another until Jesus returns!
